Scholarship Program Guidelines
1. All Cheerleaders/Mascots who are seniors and have served on the varsity squad for one semester plus one grading period will be eligible to apply for the Booster Club scholarships.

2. The amount (dollar value) of the scholarship to be awarded will be determined by the level of funding designated for scholarships in the Booster Club’s budget. The allocated scholarship funding will be distributed equally to the top seven (7) applicants.

3. Application process must be clearly communicated, and the application forms must be readily available to all potential applicants (and their parent, guardians, and/or responsible adult of record) before the end of the first grading period of the academic year. This information must be provided to the potential applicant and their parent, guardian, or responsible adult of record.

4. The Scholarship Review Committee must consider all eligible senior cheerleader/mascot applicants.

5. The Scholarship Review Committee will be determined and announced no later than the first week of the academic year.

6. The Scholarship Review Committee will be made up of 4 voting members (including, but not limited to, parents from the Booster Club who do not have children who would be eligible for consideration for scholarship). NOTE: Many times the coach is an ex-officio member of the Scholarship Review Committee, and not an actual voting member. This would permit the coach to be a source for additional information input to the Scholarship Review Committee and a final review source for the Scholarship Review Committee decisions. Selection of the Scholarship Review Committee shall be in accordance to the selection process set forth in the Booster Club by-laws.

7. Qualification criteria for selection of scholarship recipients (if any) must be communicated in writing to all potential applicants (and their parent, guardian. or responsible adult of record) before the end of the first grading period of the academic year. Any changes to the scholarship qualification criteria must be recommended by the coach no later than the May Booster Club meeting for changes effective in the upcoming academic year.

8. Application scoring, decision materials, tabulation, notes, certified recordings, and/or any other documentation used by the Scholarship Review Committee in connection with a given applicant shall be made available upon written request by that applicant. A small duplication fee may be required to reproduce the materials requested. Requester shall be responsible for that reproduction fee. No applicant shall have access to another applicant’s information. Scholarship Review Committee must retain the original materials for a minimum of the current academic year, plus 1 year (or a two-year rolling window of data).

9. All completed applications must be turned in to the McNeil High School Cheerleader Coach the week of but no later than March 31, 2010. Candidates who submit their applications before or after this deadline will not be eligible for a Scholarship.

10. All Scholarship applications must be submitted complete (7-Semester High School Transcript, and the Candidate Application Form with essay). Scholarship awards are not “need” based.

11. Applicant’s enrollment in any 2 or 4-year, public or private, post-secondary institution in the United States that is eligible to participate in the Federal Title IV student financial aid program is a requirement for receiving scholarship funds.

12. Eligible applicants must score at least 80% of the total available points (100) to receive a McNeil High School Cheerleader Booster Club Scholarship.

13.  A list of those awarded scholarships will be given to the McNeil High School Accountant.  Scholarship recipients or their parents must direct the accountant to which eligible school of higher education the payment should be sent or will reimburse the student/parent upon presentation of paid receipt to that school.
