Cheerleaders Social Club

Article I.
Club Name


The name of the club shall be the Cheerleaders Social Club.  

Article II.
Club Objectives

1. To represent the McNeil High School Cheerleaders.

2. To help implement social and community service activities.

3. To recognize the birthdays of those on the cheer squad, as well as coaches.

4. Provide information relative to cheer to the members of the club.

Article III.
Membership

1. Any and all current McNeil cheerleaders and coaches.

2. All current members shall be allowed to vote at the elections, or on any business to be transacted by the Club.

Article IV.
Leadership and Committees


1.  All officers of this club must be current cheerleaders.

2. The officers of the Cheerleaders Social Club and their respective duties shall be:

a. President, whose duties shall be to conduct meetings, organize and oversee social/community service activities, and act on behalf of the Club.

1.  The President must be a senior on Varsity, and a McNeil cheerleader of at least 2 years.

b. Vice-President, whose duties shall be to assume the duties of the President in the latter’s absence, and to obtain guest speakers.

1.  The Vice-President must be a Varsity member and a McNeil cheerleader of at least 1 year.

c. Secretary, whose duties shall be to record the minutes of the meetings and to carry out necessary correspondence.

1.  The Secretary must be a Varsity member and a McNeil cheerleader of at least 1 year.

d. Treasurer, whose duties shall be to keep an account of the Club’s finances, expenditures, dues, and records. 

1. The Treasurer must be a Varsity member and a McNeil cheerleader of at least 1 year.

e. Junior Varsity Representative, whose duties shall be to represent the Junior Varsity Members, as well as ad input into the Club’s decision making.

f. Freshman Representative, whose duties shall be to represent the freshman members, as well as ad input into the Club’s decision making.

3. The advisors of the Club shall consist of all McNeil Cheerleading Coaches, 

who will contribute to the betterment of the Club.

Article V.
Elections

1. The nomination and election of officers shall be held after cheer tryouts in the spring.  Dates and deadlines will be announced at the squad meeting after tryouts.

2. All nominees must be active members of the Club.

3. In case of a vacancy of office, the active members of the Club shall elect a new officer at the meeting following the occurrence of said vacancy.

4. All officers shall be elected to hold office for the duration of one school year.

5. Nominees shall fill out a questionnaire, and speak to the Club regarding their qualifications for office positions.

6. Officers will be selected based on a majority vote.

Article VI.
Meetings

1. There shall be at least one designated meeting per month.

2. In case of emergency or necessity, special meetings may be called by the president of the Club.

3. A representation of the majority of the members of the club shall be present to transact any business duly presented at any meeting of the club.

4. A representation of the majority of the Club members and Officers will carry out any motion presented at the meetings.

5. Attendance of a Coach or Coach’s designee will be required to hold a meeting.

Article VII.
Financial Matters

1. There will be no dues required at the beginning of the fiscal year.

2. All events or activities requiring the use of money shall be presented to the club to reach an acceptable contribution from each member.

3. Fundraisers shall be voted on by Club members and Coaches.

Article VIII.
Amendments.

1. Amendments may be added with a majority vote of the members of the club and must have approval by the Coaches.

2. Amendments should be presented to the members at least 24 hours in advance of the vote.
